SCHOOL-WIDE RULES

These rules should be read in conjunction with the Rosehill Values.

Staff members will add their own rules from time to time in relation to their

teaching or any other activity they are in charge of.

Working in Class

· You are expected to work hard in class & stay on task. By doing this you will be able to attain your true academic potential and make the most of the opportunity for accomplishing personal excellence.

· Sit where directed by the teacher’s seating plan and stay in that seat for the lesson.

· Put your bag on the floor and take out the subject book/folder, pencil case, homework diary and the textbook if appropriate.

· You must have the right equipment (calculator, PE uniform, drawing equipment, reading book etc) for each lesson. Don’t expect to borrow someone else’s gear.

· Get on in silence with the Do Now Task that is on the board at the start of each lesson.

· Listen to instructions from staff and do as the teacher asks the first time.

· Co-operate in learning. At times you will be asked to work together with your classmates and you will be required to report back to the whole class on your group’s findings or discussion. Get the most out of this co-operative learning experience so that your learning as well as that of your classmates benefits.

· Allow teachers to teach and students to learn with no unnecessary interruptions.
· Know your class rules as specific to each of your classes.

· Keep a record of your results/achievements in your homework diary.

· Students are not allowed to eat in class.

· You should expect not to be released from classes unless another staff member sends for you. You need a note from the teacher to leave the class and you will not be allowed to visit your locker during class time.

· Only leave the room at the end of the lesson when the teacher dismisses the class.

Attendance

· Attendance is compulsory

· Arrive on time for the start of school and for the start of each lesson, tutor class and assembly. Be in the class before the second bell.

· All absences must be explained. When a student is absent because of illness or bereavement, the Student Office must be rung in the morning of the absence. If this is not possible, the student must bring a note on the first day back at school.

· Where absence due to illness is likely to be long term, the Head of House must be informed. In some cases, we can provide work so that the student doesn’t miss too much work.

· Any other absences must be cleared with the Head of House – where possible, before the event.

· Unexplained absences can put students’ eligibility for national qualification(s) at risk.

Respecting Others

· Treat other students and staff members with respect. Raise your hand to speak to the teacher during class and speak in a respectful manner.

· Don’t become involved in any bullying or harassment of other students, either verbal or physical.

· Don’t defy or abuse staff.

· Never bring offensive weapons to school, or brandish any object as a weapon.

· If you are withdrawn from a class because of your misbehaviour, one of the consequences will be to have a restorative conversation with the teacher before you are allowed to return to the class.

Respecting Property

· Look after your own property and ensure that you play your part in preserving the school environment and the properties of the school’s neighbours.

· Theft or wilful damage to other’s property, including property belonging to the School, will not be tolerated.
· Gum is not allowed at school.

· Permanent marker pens (like Vivids) and correcting fluid (Twink) are not allowed at school.

Uniform

· Wear uniform correctly while at school as well as while travelling to and from school.

· Non-uniform items will be confiscated by staff members.

· Year 13s will comply with the dress code.

Jewellery 
· No jewellery can be worn other than one small plain round earring per ear, a watch and a recognized ‘Medicalert’ bracelet.

Head-bands 
· Black or White only

Hair

· If artificially coloured, hair must be dyed with natural colours only.

· No extreme hairstyles (like Mohawks; shaved lines running through hair; for example) will be allowed.

· Boys must be clean shaven.

Make-up & Nail Polish 
· If worn, these must be a natural shade.

Drugs, Alcohol and Tobacco

· Do not use any drugs, alcohol or tobacco at school or in a situation which could be associated with the school such as when you are wearing our uniform or on a school trip.

· If you associate with others while they are using these substances you can expect to be treated the same as them.

Cell Phones, MP3 Players and Similar Electronic Devices

· Do not use cell phones at all during school hours. If they are seen by staff


in school hours they will be confiscated. Similarly, do not use MP3


players and IPods at school. They, too, will be confiscated if seen during


school hours.

Taonga 

Taonga may be worn in the following manner:

· One item only will be worn

· Around the neck ONLY, excluding earrings or head dress of any kind
​

· Outside the school uniform allowing 'taonga' to be visible

· Taonga must be removed or made safe when students engage in physical activity where the 'taonga' may cause harm to themselves (the wearer) and or others, for e.g. in sports, drama and dance and technology

· Students and their parents must also insure that the design of their taonga is reasonably practical and can be easily worn without impending or restricting movement, is not oversized or inappropriate

Valuables

· Valuable items such as large sums of money should not be brought to school. 


The College is not responsible for any such items and cannot take responsibility 
for them.

· Where valuable items or money must be brought to school, students should


hand them in to the Student Office on arrival at school for safekeeping. It is foolish


to leave valuables in changing rooms, lockers, coats, bags and similar places.

School Computers and the Internet

· No Access until Cyber-Safety Agreement is signed

· The use of computers, the intranet (called ROSNet) and the internet is for schoolwork only. Students must use only College provided software and use the internet only for specific research searches.

· Students must not access, e-mail, copy, store, print, scan or display material which is abusive, rude, offensive, dangerous or illegal. Net safety is most important and infringement of the College’s Cyber-Safety Agreement will be dealt with as a serious disciplinary issue.

· Students must take care not to harm the hardware or network; specifically not use others’ passwords, or netsend messages, or play games or store video clips, or give out personal information, or spread computer viruses, or add spy ware, or add executable files, or add malware, or add batch files, or use personal CDs and “micro-drives” (USB memory sticks).
· Students may access computers during some lessons in e-learning rooms and in the library outside of class time. All access is under supervision. The library hours are 8am – 4:30pm on Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Thursday, while on Friday the hours are 8am – 3:30pm.

· Staff may access students’ stored schoolwork.

· Computer accounts will be disabled and students’ access to the computer network may be removed with families being informed for any abuse of these guidelines.

The School’s Jurisdiction

· Students are under the jurisdiction of the College from the time they leave home for school until they return home. This also applies to students either attending as spectators, or involved as participants in any school function, sports fixture, field trip or camp held outside normal school hours.

· Regulation uniform must be worn by students in Year 9 to Year 12. Year 13 students must abide by their dress code.

· At least part of the cost of any damage caused to either school or other people’s property must be paid.

· No student is allowed to smoke, consume liquor, or be in possession of alcohol or illicit drugs on school property or while under the control of the school, e.g. sports fixtures, camps, field trips, socials, while travelling to and from school, or when wearing school uniform.

· Since the College is responsible for all students during the day, conditions regarding attendance and leaving the College should be adhered to.

Leaving the College

During the Day

· At no time during the day may a Year 9 – 12 student leave the College unless they have a permit issued by their Head of House. This includes interval and lunchtime. When leaving, the student must sign out at the student office, and when returning the student must also sign in.

Leaving Permanently

· Parents and/or caregivers are to notify the Head of House. The Head of House will issue a Leaving Form, for students to complete. All textbooks must be returned and fees must be paid.
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
