NCEA Levels One and Two

Students must meet all the following criteria

· A minimum of 115 credits in the appropriate level of NCEA.

· At least 40 credits at Excellence Level.

· At least 9 credits in each of three subjects.

· At least 10 credits obtained in externally assessed Achievement Standards.

NCEA Level Three
Students must meet all the following criteria

· At least 95 credits at Level three.
· 33 credits of excellence.  This must include a minimum of 27 credits from 4 subjects of which 9 are in each of TWO subjects and another 9 may be combined from TWO other subjects.
· At least 8 credits from externally assessed Achievement Standards

Scholarship

HOUSE LEVEL
 Levels One and Two
