Cell Phones

Students are not allowed to use cell phones during school hours.  The reason for this is to eliminate text bullying at school.

Signs depicting cellphones not to be at school will be displayed throughout the college.

If a teacher sees a student with a cellphone during school hours it will be confiscated and given to the Student Office.  The following will then take place:

· A letter is sent home

· The phone remains confiscated until the end of the term or until parents and students sign a contract.

For a second offence, the phone is confiscated for a longer period of time.

For a third offence the matter will be viewed as gross disobedience and will be referred to a deputy principal for disciplinary action.
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
