English and Languages

· Students in advanced and middle classes will study a Second Language for three terms selected from French, German, Spanish, Japanese and Te Reo Maori.

· Students in development classes will study English Language Studies, unless they wish to select Te Reo Maori. The intention of this requirement is to give ‘priority’ to the continuing development of literacy skills amongst students either failing or at risk of failing to achieve for success, as identified in the National Administration Guidelines.

The Arts

· The National Curriculum Statement for The Arts requires students to study at least two disciplines from the Arts learning area over the course of Years 9 – 10. Hence, Year 9 students will select:

either 


two courses of two terms each selected from two of the disciplines of Art, Dance, Drama, and   Music
or 


a full-year course of BAND, the learning programme for which will incorporate a second Arts discipline 

· The Arts courses from which students can select include:

ART - Art Practical, Art Design

DANCE - Creative Dance

DRAMA - Drama

MUSIC - Performance Music, Advanced Music, Band

Technology

· The learning area comprises three strands: Technological Practice, Technological Knowledge, and Nature of Technology. Teaching and learning programmes will integrate all three, though a particular unit of work may focus on just one or two.

In order to fulfil this requirement and also make best use of the available rooms and staffing, the scheme for Technology will be taught in two streams:
1. Materials 
This will place particular emphasis on the strands of Materials, Structures and Mechanisms, Production and Processes and Electronics. 
Students will work with a variety of hard and soft materials, such as wood, plastic and fabric, as required by the new curriculum and new Achievement Standards. 
2. Food 
This will place particular emphasis on the strands of Biotechnology, Food and Production and Processes.

Qualifications Attainable at Rosehill College

1. Details of all qualifications offered at Rosehill College are published in the annual Senior Course Guide. 

2. Senior students will study courses assessed by achievement standards and/or unit standards, which lead to The National Certificate of Educational Achievement Levels 1-3.
3. Senior students will also have the opportunity to achieve other National Certificate qualifications. 
4. Wherever possible, clusters of subjects will be offered to enable students to complete a national certificate qualification whilst attending Rosehill College. 

5. Other national certificate qualifications which can be achieved at Rosehill College include:
· The National Certificate in Hospitality Level 1
· The National Certificate in Computing Level 2
· The National Certificate in Furniture Level 2
· The National Certificate in Business Administration and Computing Level 2

· The National Certificate in Tourism Level 2

6. Rosehill College also prepares high achieving Year 13 students to enter externally assessed scholarship standards and NZEST scholarships. 
INTRODUCING A NEW COURSE INTO THE ROSEHILL COLLEGE CURRICULUM

The curriculum at Rosehill College must be responsive to students’ learning needs and interests. Therefore, as part of the school’s continuous curriculum review, it may be considered necessary to add a new course to the school-wide curriculum. In such cases, the following procedures will be applied:

1. A proposal for the introduction of a new course will include a Feasibility Plan comprised of:

· A rationale for its introduction - including evidence of student need and/or interest

· Its contribution to the development of students’ knowledge and skills – including an outline of key content areas

· The qualification(s) to which it leads, including the achievement and/or unit standards to be used

· Links with other courses

· Teacher availability

· Establishment cost and implications

2. All proposals for new courses must be submitted in writing to the Deputy Principal responsible for curriculum by the published due date, which will be in early June of the year before the course is due to commence. 

3.  The Board of Studies will be asked to recommend to the Principal whether or not the new course should be introduced. The following factors will be taken into consideration in this process: 
a.     Rationale for the Introduction of a New Course

· Contribution to the development of students’ knowledge, skills and understanding of the Learning Areas of the New Zealand Curriculum 

· Relationship to other courses in terms of overlap and progression

· Balance of courses offered within the Learning Areas and across a Year Level in terms of student interest, ability and numbers

· Contribution to the coherency of the school-wide curriculum
b.

Qualifications

· All courses offered in the senior school must contribute credits towards the National Certificate of Educational Achievement. This means that in Year 11, all students will have access to achieving NCEA Level 1.

· Most courses for NCEA Levels 2 & 3 will contribute about 24 credits. Courses offered for NCEA Level 1 will contribute around 18 - 20 credits. The minimum number of credits able to be achieved in a single course will be 12 - 14.

· All Year 11 students must have access to the literacy and numeracy requirement of 8 credits each, through their English and Mathematics courses.
· Some senior courses may contribute credits towards other National Certificates. 
· Wherever possible, Rosehill College will offer ‘clusters’ of subjects assessed by unit standards, in order that students may complete other National Certificates at secondary school.
· Where a subject that is assessed by unit standards does not lead to an industry-based National Certificate which can be completed at Rosehill College, the Head of Department must be able to demonstrate that the subject contributes towards a clear tertiary pathway.
DELETING A COURSE FROM THE ROSEHILL COLLEGE CURRICULUM

As part of the school’s continuous curriculum review it will sometimes be considered necessary to delete a course from the curriculum offered at Rosehill College. In such cases, the following procedures will be applied:

1. The viability of the courses offered as part of the school curriculum will be evaluated each year by departments and the Board of Studies, which will submit recommendations to the principal.

2. Reasons for the deletion of a course may include low student numbers, staffing implications, school philosophy and national developments.

3. The decision about whether to recommend the deletion of a course will take into account present and future curriculum needs, equal educational opportunities, and the value of the subject to the school community as a whole.

4. A course will be deleted either before the Curriculum Guide is prepared or before students re-enrol for the following year. 

5. Where a course is deleted prior to student re-enrolment, there must be alternative courses available that are suited to the learning needs of those affected.

ENSURING SENIOR STUDENTS STUDY AT AN APPROPRIATE CURRICULUM LEVEL

Entry Requirements for Senior Courses 

Year 10 to Year 11

· Year 10 students have automatic entry into NCEA Level 1 courses. However: 

· 1.
The HODs of Mathematics, Science, English and Physical Education & Health may recommend that Year 11 students study a particular NCEA Level 1 course, in accordance with individual learning needs. 

2.
These recommendations will be forwarded to the Deputy Principal responsible for curriculum in Term 4, who will notify the student and their parent/caregiver by letter. 

3.
If a student wishes to study a course that has not been recommended, the HOD will discuss the issue with the student and parent/caregiver. If the student still wishes to select a course that has not been recommended, this decision must be conveyed by the parent/caregiver to the Head of House in writing and it will be final. This does not apply to advanced classes – see page 20.
-
Students wishing to take a second language and Te Reo Maori, Music, Art and Drama must demonstrate prior learning or have HOD approval.

Entry Requirement Procedures for NCEA Levels 2 & 3

To proceed from a Level 1 or 2 Achievement Standards course to a Level 2 or 3 course, students must meet the following entry requirements:

1. A student must have achieved between 50-55% of the credits available in the previous course or a specified related course. This will be determined from internal achievement standards results and from the results gained in school-based summative assessments for external standards assessed in the Term 3 examinations in conjunction with results from the external examinations.

2. Heads of Departments may also specify a particular Achievement Standard in which a student must have gained an ‘Achieved’ level in a school-based summative assessment.

3. If a student does not meet the above requirements they may seek the approval of the Head of Department to enter a Level 2 or 3 course.

4. Entry to advanced courses is by invitation. It will be expected that students will have achieved at the Merit or Excellence level in the achievement standards offered in the previous course.

5. If a student who failed through the school-based summative assessments to meet the requirements specified in 1. above for a particular subject succeeds in meeting them through the external examinations, decisions about their entry into Level 2 or Level 3 course may be reviewed by the Head of House once the external results have been received from NZQA.
Advanced Classes at Year 11 and Year 12

· The purpose of advanced classes at Years 11 and 12 is to meet the learning needs of students who are working above the expected national curriculum level for their age group.

· In Year 11, there may be an advanced class in each of:

English

Mathematics

Music

Science

Physical Education and Health

· In Year 12, there may be an advanced class in:

English 

Mathematics

Physics

Chemistry
· Students will be invited by letter to be in a particular Year 11 advanced class by the Deputy Principal responsible for curriculum. The decisions about which students will receive invitations will be made by the HOD, in consultation with the Deputy Principal responsible for curriculum, on the basis of performance in summative assessments in Year 10.

· Selection for the Year 12 advanced classes will be determined by a student’s grades in NCEA Level 1. Entrance will be by invitation only.

· Departments with advanced classes at Years 11 & 12 will be expected to deliver learning programmes that challenge students to achieve EXCELLENCE in the relevant NCEA level and to provide evidence that this outcome has been achieved.

ENSURING JUNIOR STUDENTS STUDY AT AN APPROPRIATE CURRICULUM LEVEL 

In order to ensure that students study at a curriculum level appropriate to their individual learning needs, students in Years 9 & 10 will be placed in curriculum learning groups, as follows:

Advanced Classes in Years 9 & 10

· The purpose of advanced classes is to meet the learning needs of talented students who are working above the expected national curriculum level for their age group. Hence, the levels at which the advanced classes in Years 9 & 10 will study at are:

Year 9 - Level 5 

Year 10 - Levels 5 – 6
· There are three advanced classes at Year 9 and three at Year 10. One class at each level is a super-advanced class containing the very top students. 

· Students in each of these classes will study the following subjects as a group unless exceptions are made to suit individual learning needs:

English 

Mathematics 

Science 

Social Science 
· The Heads of the English, Mathematics, Science and Social Science Departments are responsible for the development of schemes of work for the advanced classes.  
· Since the college has a large number of contributing schools and receives enrolment applications from a large number of able students, it is important that decisions about placements into these classes are made on the basis of a variety of sources of information. These sources will include a combination of:

Advice from students’ Year 8 teachers - both orally and/or in writing

Data from Year 8 reports

Year 8 asTTle results provided by Contributing Schools, Rosehill College entrance tests, including PAT tests conducted at the start of Year 9

      -     Data on students’ Primary School Record Cards

· Decisions about the placement of students into an advanced class will be based on information about a student’s academic ability and work ethic.

· The information-gathering and decision-making processes will be carried out by the HOD Learner Support in consultation with the Deputy Principal responsible for Curriculum during Term 4 of the previous year.

· A small number of students with strengths in one particular curriculum area will be entitled to join an advanced class for that subject.

Development Classes in Years 9 & 10

· Development classes are designed to meet the learning needs of students who are working below the expected curriculum level for their age group and who therefore, find it difficult to cope with the academic level of the work in the middle band. Hence, the levels at which the development classes in Years 9 & 10 will study at are:

Year 9 – Levels 2 - 3 

Year 10 - Levels 3 – 4

· The number of development classes at each level will be determined by student need. Generally, there will be one class. 

· Decisions about these placements will be made on the basis of a variety of sources of information. These sources will include a combination of:

Advice from students’ Year 8 teachers - both orally and/or in writing

Data from Year 8 reports

Year 8 asTTle results provided by Contributing Schools, Rosehill College entrance tests, including PAT tests conducted at the start of Year 9

· The information-gathering and decision-making processes will be carried out by the HOD Learner Support in consultation with the Deputy Principal responsible for school-wide curriculum during Term 4 of the previous year.

· Students in the Development classes will study the following subjects together as a group: 

English 

Mathematics 

Science 

Social Science 

· In addition, students in the Development classes will study English Language Support instead of a second language – except for those studying Te Reo Maori. The HOD Learner Support will be responsible for the development of schemes of work for English Language Support at Years 9 and 10, the primary focus of which is the further development of students’ literacy skills.

· The relevant Head of Department will be responsible for the development of English, Mathematics, Science and Social Science schemes of work for the Development classes.  They will work with the HOD Learner Support to ensure that the development of students’ literacy and numeracy skills is a primary and fully integrated focus of each of these schemes.

· Staff in the Learner Support Department will provide ongoing advice, training and assistance to subject teachers and departments on suitable resources, learning activities, teaching approaches and classroom management strategies to use with students in the Development classes, in consultation with Heads of Department and Heads of Houses.

Middle Classes in Years 9 & 10

· Students not selected for advanced or development classes will be placed in a middle band class.

· The curriculum levels at which the middle band classes in Years 9 & 10 will study at are:

Year 9 – Levels 4 - 5

Year 10 – Level 5

· Students in the middle band classes will study the following subjects as a group: 

English

Mathematics 

Science 

Social Science 

· The Heads of the English, Mathematics, Science and Social Science Departments will be responsible for the development of schemes of work for the middle band classes. 

· A small number of students in middle band classes, who have strengths in a particular curriculum area, will be able to join an advanced class for that subject.

· Assistance in the development of literacy or numeracy skills will be available for students in middle classes who are identified as having a special need. These students will be withdrawn from class to undertake an intensive IEP, specially developed with individual targets. This will be the responsibility of the HOD Learner Support and RTLB.
Mixed Classes in Years 9 & 10

· Students in Year 9 and 10 will study these subjects in mixed ability classes:

· The curriculum levels at which the mixed classes, except for second languages, in Years 9 & 10 will study at are:

· It is the responsibility of Heads of Departments to ensure that the schemes of work are developed to meet the learning needs of all students in mixed ability classes. 
Student Movement from Year 9 to Year 10

· Year 9 students have automatic entry into a Year 10 course at an appropriate curriculum level, as determined by the college, with the following exceptions:

-

if the Learner Support Department recommends otherwise

-
students wishing to take a particular second language or Te Reo Maori must demonstrate prior learning.

Review of Student Placement in Curriculum Learning Groups at Years 9 & 10

· The placement of students in Year 9 & 10 advanced, middle or development English, Mathematics, Science and Social Science learning groups will be reviewed regularly in order to ensure that students study at a curriculum level appropriate to their learning needs: 

· For Year 9, this will take place early in Terms 2 and at the end of term 4. 



-
For Year 10, this will take place early in Term 2.

· The Deputy Principal responsible for school-wide curriculum will coordinate the gathering and collation of information from subject teachers of students in the advanced and middle groups and make recommendations about student movements to the relevant Heads of House.  

· The Head of Learner Support will review the decisions about placements in the development classes.  Recommendations for changes will be made via the Deputy Principal responsible for curriculum to Heads of House. 

· Student movement may occur at other times when:

· there is strong staff recommendation that it is in the best interests of the individual student’s learning needs

· the student and their caregiver(s) provide a convincing reason based on the learning needs of the student.

· The movement of students will only take place after discussions with the student and parent/ caregiver(s).

· Students may pursue a course of multi-level study.  A student who wishes to study a subject at another level, must discuss this with the subject teacher and Head of House.  Parental permission and HOD approval are required.

CURRICULUM SCHEMES 

· It is the responsibility of the Head of Department to ensure that a Curriculum Scheme is developed for each course offered by the department. This means for example, that there will be individual Curriculum Schemes for Year 9 Development Science, Year 9 Science and Year 9 Advanced Science. 

· The Curriculum Scheme must be made available to all teachers associated with the course before the start of the year.

· Subject teachers are expected to follow the guidelines set out in a Curriculum Scheme.

· The Curriculum Scheme for a course will be supported by:

1. An Assessment and Quality Assurance Scheme – see Assessment and Quality Assurance Guidelines and Procedures for details 
2. A Departmental Manual of Operations – see HOD Manual for details
· The Curriculum Scheme will fully address the requirements of the national curriculum statement for the subject, the national syllabus/prescription for the subject and/or any curriculum requirements within the selected Achievement Standards and/or Unit Standards, as applicable.

· The Curriculum Scheme for the course will be gender inclusive and reflect the bicultural intent of the Treaty of Waitangi. 

· The Curriculum Scheme must include the following components, which are shown on the proforma which follows:

INTEGRATED CAREERS PROGRAMME

NAG 1.vi requires Rosehill College:

provide appropriate career education and guidance for all students in year 7 and above, with a particular emphasis on specific career guidance for those students who have been identified by the school as being at risk of leaving school unprepared for the transition to the workplace or further education/training.

The requirement will be delivered by the following procedures:

1. Students will learn how to access the information available in the Careers Room- i.e. Kiwi Careers, course prospectus’, Jobs Galore, Courses Galore etc.

2. Opportunities will be provided for senior students to attend Tertiary seminars, Expo’s, Open Days etc, where possible. 

3. Students will be given opportunities to understand the career planning process.

4. Students will have the opportunity to complete ‘Career Voyage’, or ‘Career Quest’, computer based career-planning tools. 

5. Year 9 and 10 students will complete a careers unit as part of their Social Science classes.

6. Careers Staff will liaise closely with Heads of Houses, Senior Management and Student Support, to ensure that students who are at risk of leaving or who are uncertain about their future, will be given appropriate careers information and guidance.

7. Careers Staff will be actively involved in subject selection with students.

8. Careers workshops will be run for Maori and Pacifica students to help ensure that they reach their full potential and are aware of their career options.
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
