HEALTH AND SAFETY

Introduction

The Board of Trustees is committed to compliance with Health and Safety regulations.

Procedures

1. Regular checks should be made of all school facilities and equipment to ensure that they are safe, and meet minimum requirements as set out by the Ministry of Education. This is the responsibility of the Property Manager.

2. Hazard identification list shall be reviewed six monthly.  This is the responsibility of the Property Manager.

3. The Property Manager should be responsible for ensuring that the school is kept clean.

4. The everyday tidiness of the school will be the responsibility of one of the senior management team.

5. Fire and earthquake drills will be held on a termly basis, and will follow the approved Evacuation Plan and will be the responsibility of the Property Manager.

6. A school safety committee made up of the Property Manager, the Caretaker, the Associate Principal and a nominee of the Board of Trustees will be responsible for monitoring all aspects of school safety.

7. Off site premises where the school curriculum is delivered will be equipped to conform to all school minimum safety requirements.  Where this is not possible, the curriculum cannot be delivered at the said off site premises.
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
