COMPUTER & INTERNET ACCEPTABLE USE - Students

1. The College’s Responsibilities


Resources

The College will:

1.1
provide computers and information technology resources to support teaching and classroom learning.

1.2
have class procedures and software in place to keep students safe while they use global        
information systems such as the internet.

1.3
provide teacher supervision for student use of the internet or e-mail.


Online Publication


The College will:

1.4
collect students first and last names, year levels, images, artistic and/or literary  material for the purposes of education, participation in the school community and publicity through its own 
newsletters, intranet and website.

1.5
only identify a student by his/her first name, last name and year level and will not disclose home address or telephone number.

1.6
not publish a student’s personal details or image or artistic or literary material if it infringes copyright, is defamatory, is objectionable or is obscene.

1.7
correct spelling, grammatical errors and errors about a student which it is advised are incorrect in published material.

1.8
not publish details of any student who withdraws or whose legal guardian withdraws            
authorisation.

1.9
acknowledge that it cannot control who accesses and/or copies material from the website on which students’ names, year levels, images, artistic and/or literary material is published.

1.10
provide a privacy officer who is available to answer any enquiries from parents or students about the publication of student images and work.

2.
Student Responsibilities


Inappropriate Material



The student, will:

2.1
not access material through the internet which is offensive (e.g. pornographic), 
dangerous, inappropriate in a school or illegal.

2.2
not e-mail, copy, store or print material which is offensive, dangerous, inappropriate or 
illegal.

2.3
not scan or display graphics, record or play sound, or type messages which could cause 
offence 
to others.

2.4
remove immediately from the screen any material that would not be allowed at the 
College which I accidentally come across and I will tell the teacher straight away.


Privacy & Security


The student, will:

2.5
not give my username and password or another student’s username and password to 
anyone 
else.

2.6
not give personal information about myself or anyone else to anyone on the internet, 
including name, address, telephone number, photograph or credit card information.

2.7
use discs only to backup work or take it to or from home.

2.8
tell the teacher if I come across a virus or security problem.

2.9
respect the copyrights on software that prohibit copying

2.10
use only school software on school computers.


Care



The student, will

take care of information technology resources, equipment and furniture.

be considerate of other users.

share available equipment.

be careful not to waste computer resources, e.g. paper.

not disrupt the running of any computer or network.
