VANDALISM  (includes graffiti)
Definition

Vandalism is the wilful damage of school, staff or student property.

Prevention Strategies
· Develop and maintain a positive school climate which encourages a caring and protective attitude towards the school environment.

· Ensure that it is safe for students to give confidential information to staff.

Immediate Response Strategies

· Report damage immediately to the Property Manager by recording relevant details and place the information in his pigeonhole;  serious damage should be reported immediately to management staff.

· Report graffiti to Senior Management or Property Manager, who will photograph graffiti and keep a file.

· Repair or eradicate damage within four hours.

· Interview all persons who can provide information.

Follow Up Strategies

· Contact the parent(s)/caregiver(s) and arrange a meeting with the student responsible.

· Require restitution, removal or repair of damage where appropriate.

· Impose stand-down or community service in serious cases.

· Notify the police in cases where the alleged perpetrator is not a student of the school.
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
